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The welding process is part of the special processes, i .e. the manufacturing 
processes of a product, the val idity of which cannot be completely ver if ied with 
a f inal inspection. 
 
For a "normal" process, such as a profi le cold cut, it is  poss ible to verify the correct 
execution and result by means of a dimensional check. For a weld, a visual check 
and even a radiographic check can at most ver ify the correct geometry and 
highl ight the absence or presence of any surface and internal defects of the joint, 
but not its mechanical and chemical properties, detectable only by destructive 
tests.Thus, i t is  necessary to proceed with the welding according to procedures, 
the results of which have already been verif ied by process qualif ication tests,  
according to recognised international standards. One or more tests are performed 
in the company of an appointed certif ier,  recording all the parameters used, and 
then performing the non-destructive and destructive tests required by the 
reference standard on these tests.  The conformity of the test results  makes it  
possible to use the qualif ied process in production, applying welding parameters 
that are consistent with those adopted for the test assays.   
 
The current regulatory framework requires the qualif ication of welding procedures 
used by manufacturers in different areas, such as: pressure equipment, machinery, 
rai lway construction, structural carpentry, to name but a few.
